Horse Camp- Individuals with horses can ride the Brook Trail Loop, Butano Ridge Loop, Tarwater Loop, Bear Ridge and Old Haul 
Road Trails. Please keep in mind that the trails mentioned above are spread across Pescadero Creek, Memorial and Sam 
McDonald County Parks. There is NO SMOKING and No Dogs allowed in the park or camp grounds anywhere.  

At Gate: The gate will not be locked, there is a time frame for driving in on the hour and driving out on the half hour, it is only a 
one lane road. There is a large turn out just west of the gate where you can wait if you arrive too early. PLEASE do not wait at the 
gate! 

From 101 or 280: Take Highway #84 (Woodside-La Honda- San Gregorio Road) west to La Honda. Turn left 1/2 mile past village 
center in La Honda on the Pescadero Road. The gate is 1 mile past the park entrance on Pescadero Road and 7 miles from the 
turn-off.  

From Hwy. #1: Take Pescadero Road turn-off. Go east on Pescadero Road about 10 miles pass a turn out Gate is on right 1 mile 
before the park entrance.
